Oviedo	High	School	administered	1568	Advanced	Placement	exams	in	31	courses	(at	no	cost	to
students).	The	most	popular	AP	courses	are	English	Language	and	Composition,	Human
Geography,	US	Government	and	Politics,	World	History,	and	Environmental	Science.	

OHS	had	an	average	pass	rate	of	72% 	on	AP	exams.	For	comparison,	the	Florida	pass	rate	was
51%,	and	the	national	pass	rate	was	57%.
